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Annual Enrollment Period

The annual enrollment period for Medicare drug plans and Medicare
Advantage medical plans begins October 15 and ends December 7 this year. This
is a change from the past few years. What does this Annual Enrollment Period
(AEP) mean for you?

During that time period you can enroll in, change, or drop your Part D Drug
Plan or Medicare Advantage medical coverage. Medicare Advantage IS NOT the
same thing as a Medicare Supplement. Supplements are not affected by this
enrollment period.

For those of you who have a drug plan or Medicare Advantage plan through
Senior Connection, we will be available to review your current coverage to
determine how the changes will effect you in 2012. You do not have to do
anything if you choose to keep your current plan. If you want to change, you
must do so by December 7.

Watch your mail closely in the next few weeks; your drug plan or advantage
plan WILL be sending you notice of any changes. This includes changes to
co-pays, deductible, drug formularies, premium, etc.

As in previous years, we cannot provide individual appointments to re-
view drug plans — there simply is not enough time to get everyone in indi-
vidually. We will be available to assist with drug plan changes. The sched-
ule will be provided to you shortly.

We will take appointments to review medical plans or to work personally with
those who are either turning 65 or just coming on to Medicare.

We will also be able to meet and review Medicare Supplement Plans if you
have gotten an increase. Remember, you can change your Medicare Supplement
anytime during the year, as long as you can qualify medically with another
company.

We know from experience that it can be frustrating for you to reach us during
AEP. We want to keep your business and encourage you to call us with any
questions.

During these dates you can enroll,
disenroll or change your
Medicare Advantage or Medicare
Prescription Drug plan.

These dates DO NOT apply to
Medicare Supplements
